Town Council Meeting

The November 29, 2010, Town Council Meeting was called to order by John Lewis, Vice
President, of the Foster Town Council at the Benjamin Eddy Building, Foster, Rhode

Island, at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
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No one spoke.

Lynne S. Rider read a report from the American Planning
Association, Rhode Island Chapter stating that the Town of
Foster will be receiving the 2010 Award for Outstanding Plan
Implementation for the Route 6 Rezoning Project. This award
recognizes a specific economic development, redevelopment
project, or ordinance of high merit that has been implemented.

Lynne S. Rider moved, Roger L. Hawes seconded, and it was so
voted to approve the November 18, 2010 council minutes as
presented.

The motion and second were withdrawn because there was no
guorum present from that meeting to vote on them.

Lynne S. Rider moved, Roger L. Hawes seconded, and it was so
voted to approve Payroll Warrant #19 in the amount of $33,018.39,
Payroll Warrant #20 in the amount of $31,913.12, General Warrant
#12 in the amount of $6,509.13.

John Lewis stated that the Liquor License for William Fortin d/b/a
Twisted Liquors was still pending renewal for 2011. William
Fortin was present at the meeting and explained that the property is
currently negotiating with Dennis Fortin Jr. for a Lease/Purchase.
William Fortin also stated that he will be transferring the License to
Dennis Fortin once the License is renewed. Mr. Fortin gave the
letter John J. Bevilacqua, Town Solicitor to review. John Lewis
said that in the past the Town Council has granted extensions to
allow business owners to finish up needed paperwork. John J.
Bevilacqua, Town Solicitor suggested that a condition be placed on
the extension;

= A ssixty day extension is given to allow for the signing of a
Lease. That date is January 31, 2011

= Once the Lease is agreed upon, then that would trigger an
extension of four additional months to allow for the transfer
of the license. That date is May 31, 2011.

If any of these conditions are not met, the Liquor License is not
renewed for 2011.
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Roger L. Hawes moved, Lynne S. Rider seconded, and it was so
voted to approve the above conditions for the renewal of the Class
A Liquor License for William Fortin d/b/a Twisted Liquors 180
Hartford Pike.

The motion passed.

Lynne S. Rider moved, Roger L. Hawes seconded, to approve the
prorated additions in the amount of $1,112.04, and the abatements
in the amount of $289.31, as requested by Patti Moreau, Tax
Assessor.
